Facebook and Instagram users' content and information is obtained at the Promoter's (not Facebook and Instagram) invitation and by entering the Competition, Facebook and Instagram users consent to the use of the content and information provided by them.

§ 4
WHO CAN PARTICIPATE IN THE COMPETITION; THE MECHANICS OF THE COMPETITION

● The Contest is open to individuals over the age of 18 with a mailing address in the Czech Republic ("Entrant") who are registered on Facebook or Instagram, have an active Facebook or Instagram account for the duration of the Contest and comply with the Contest Rules. The Promoter shall have the right to verify the identity and age of the Participant or Winner for the purpose of evaluating the Competition in accordance with these Rules.

● Employees of the Promoter, employees of the Organiser and immediate family members of such employees are excluded from participation in the Competition. Family members are defined as ascending and descending family members, siblings, spouses, cousins and persons who are in an adoptive relationship with the Promoter's employees or the Promoter.

§ 5
PARTICIPATION IN THE COMPETITION, PRIZES IN THE COMPETITION, DETERMINATION OF WINNERS

● By uploading or sharing the FB Contest Comment and IG Contest Comment, the Participant confirms his/her intention to participate in the Contest and his/her acceptance of these Rules.

● By uploading or sharing the FB Contest Comment and IG Contest Comment, the Participant undertakes that the uploaded comment is harmless, free of vulgar, erotic or other objectionable content.
FB Contest comment and IG Contest comment can be saved to the collection of stories on Staropramen's Instagram profile or on Staropramen's FB profile, which is freely accessible. It may be further used or used for promotional purposes of the Organizer.

● Winners will be determined by a random electronic drawing of FB Contest Comments and IG Contest Comments entered by Entrants who have met all terms and conditions of the Rules (hereinafter referred to as "Winners" or "Winner"). 

● Each Winner is entitled to 1 Prize.

● An Entrant may post or share a FB Contest Comment and an IG Contest Comment only once during the Contest. If an Entrant posts or shares more than one comment, it counts only once in the Contest, with the answer posted first under the Contest question.  

● An Entrant can only compete on one social network within the competition. The final decision on disqualification will be made by the Contest Organizer.

● The winners will be contacted by the Organiser by replying to their Contest comment (hereinafter referred to as the "Challenge"), where they will be invited to send a private message on the FB page or IG profile without undue delay, at the latest within 7 calendar days of the Challenge, to provide their contact details necessary to send the prize (see §2 Scope of processing of personal data for the settlement of prizes in the Contest). 

● In the event that the Winner does not contact the FB page or IG profile via private message within 7 calendar days of the Challenge or upon repeated request to provide the contact details required to send the prize, the Winner will forfeit the Prize and the Prize will be forfeited to the Promoter, who will decide on its use at its sole discretion.

● Winners are not entitled to claim the Prize by legal action, to request the replacement of the Prize or its cash equivalent or to claim the Prize. The Prize is not transferable to any other person. § 6
CONSENT TO THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA
● The data controller within the meaning of Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council, the General Data Protection Regulation (hereinafter referred to as "GDPR") is the Organiser. The Organiser is the data processor within the meaning of the GDPR.

The legal basis for the processing of personal data is consent. If the consent is withdrawn, only a limited scope of data will be processed for a limited period of three years for the purpose of protecting the rights of the controller (for the purpose of possible control by a supervisory authority, defense against alleged claims, recovery of claims) on the grounds of the legitimate interest of the Organizer. Consent to the processing of personal data is voluntary, it is granted for the period until the settlement of the prizes (or until the withdrawal of consent), the period of possible processing of personal data is specified below. Consent is granted at the moment of providing the Participant's answer under the Contest question.

● Personal data in the scope of: see. §2 Scope of processing of personal data for participation in the Contest - will be received and processed in accordance with the GDPR for the performance of contractual obligations in relation to the Contest Participants in connection with the organization and evaluation of the Contest for the duration of the Contest, as well as for the protection of the rights and legally protected interests of the Organizer and the fulfillment of the legal obligations of the Organizer for a limited period of 3 years, or for a longer period if provided by law.

● Personal data in the scope of: see. §2 Scope of processing of personal data for the settlement of the prize in the Competition (personal data for entering the Competition and personal data for the settlement of the prize hereinafter collectively referred to as "Data") will be processed exclusively by the Promoter and the Competition Organiser. In relation to the personal data processed in this way, the Promoter and Meta Platforms Ireland Limited are joint data controllers. The data provided by the Participant or obtained in connection with this Contest may be processed as processors by marketing companies authorized by the Organizer, in the manner customary for the provision of contests, delivery companies, IT service providers and accounting, tax and legal advisors. Personal data will not be transferred outside the European Union.

● In particular, as a data subject, the Participant has the following rights arising from legal regulations and which may be exercised at any time: (i) the right of access to personal data, (ii) the right to rectification of inaccurate or false personal data and completion of incomplete personal data, or. (iii) the right to erasure of personal data and its destruction if the personal data are no longer necessary for the purposes for which they were collected or otherwise processed or if it is established that they were processed unlawfully, (iv) the right to restriction of the processing of personal data, blocking them, (v) the right to data portability, and (vi) the right to object to the processing of the Participant's personal data, after which the processing will be terminated unless it is demonstrated that there are compelling legitimate grounds for the processing which override the interests or rights and freedoms of the Participant, in particular if the ground is the possible enforcement of legal claims.

● The supervisory authority is the Office for Personal Data Protection (www.uoou.cz), located at Pplk.Sochora 27, 170 00 Prague 7, www.uoou.cz, to which the participant may file a complaint.

● An Entrant may cancel their participation in the Competition at any time by sending an email to the address (see email in §2). Cancellation of participation means loss of Entrant status, including loss of entitlement to the Prize.

● In case of any doubts about the observance of rights, the Participant may contact the Organizer (see email in §2) at the Organizer's headquarters. The Participant may submit objections, requests, complaints or other questions to the Organiser at this email/address. The Promoter values and respects the privacy of each individual. 

§ 7
RIGHTS TO THE CONTENT PROVIDED AND LICENSING ARRANGEMENTS

By submitting an Entry to the Competition, each Entrant grants the Organiser a non-exclusive, transferable, royalty-free, territorially, quantitatively, temporally and technologically unlimited licence to use all Entries and other content for the duration of the author's or owner's proprietary rights in such intellectual property and for all possible purposes of use (the "Licence"), including the right to modify, alter or use such copyrighted work together with another work at any time (i.e. Use of the Work in particular in all ways pursuant to the provisions of Section 12(1) and (4) of the Copyright Act).

The Participant agrees that the Organiser is entitled to assign the licence granted in whole or in part to a third party or to sub-license it.

If the Participant's contribution contains elements of a personal nature, such as personal writings,
likeness, or audio or audio-visual recordings, etc., by submitting a competition entry to the Organiser, the Entrant grants free consent to the use of elements of a personal nature for
marketing purposes of the Organiser. 

In the event that the Participant's consent is withdrawn without a material change of circumstances on the Participant's side, the Participant shall be obliged to compensate the Organiser for the damage incurred as a result of the withdrawal of consent.

The Entrant is responsible for ensuring that the submission of the Competition Entry and its subsequent publication does not infringe the rights of third parties and does not infringe the copyright of third parties.

§ 8
WIN TAX

By participating in the Competition, the Participant acknowledges that prizes up to the value of CZK 10,000 including VAT are exempt from personal income tax. If the value of the prize exceeds CZK 10,000 (including VAT), the prize is subject to taxation in accordance with Section 36(2)(I) of Act No. 586/1992 Coll, The withholding tax on the prize will be paid by the Promoter on the basis of a confirmed handover protocol and the winner is therefore not liable for any tax.

§ 9
GENERAL PROVISIONS, COMPETITION PRINCIPLES

● The Contest Rules are governed solely by these Rules. All promotional and advertising materials are for informational purposes only. These Rules may only be amended by written amendment issued by the Competition Promoter.

● None of the winners is entitled to compensation for the Prize in the form of financial or other benefits.

● The Organiser reserves the right to substitute the declared Prize with a prize of similar type and value if absolutely necessary. In particular, if the prizes are not provided by their supplier as originally expected.

● Prices cannot be claimed. The Prize shall not be subject to a legally enforceable claim. Neither the Promoter nor the Organiser accepts any responsibility for any risks or liabilities associated with winning the Competition.

● The Promoter reserves the right to make changes to the Rules for the duration of the Competition, provided that this does not cause a deterioration in the conditions for participation in the Competition.

● Persons who do not meet the conditions for participation in the Competition or who act in breach of the Rules will not be entered into the Competition. If such person is found to be a winner despite the above, he/she will be excluded from the Competition and will not be entitled to the Prize.

● The Organiser is entitled to check that all conditions for participation in the Competition have been met and, in the event of a dispute, to consider and finally decide any issue relating to the Competition. 
● The Promoter reserves the right to exclude without giving any reason any Participant whose behaviour shows signs of unfair or fraudulent behaviour, is vulgar, grossly offensive to other Participants, the Promoter / Organiser or their business partners.

● The Promoter reserves the right to disqualify, without giving any reason, any Entrant who is reasonably suspected of having attempted to circumvent the Competition Rules or in any way acted in breach of these Rules or attempted to fraudulently influence the outcome of the Competition, including the use of multiple user profiles to compete. Such conduct is deemed to be fraudulent.

● The Promoter further reserves the right to disqualify any Entrant whose behaviour or Facebook or Instagram profile contravenes the rules of Facebook or Instagram. In the event that such a violation is found or suspected, such account will be reported as fraudulent and any issuance of the Prize will be suspended pending a statement from the Promoter or the responsible employee of the relevant social network operator.
